   <R>ead (	 an 'phn' file into memory (takes about 30% of available memory for a buffer; 


automatically loads one named LBB.PHN


   <W>rite(	'phn' file to disk (or hard drive); gives options of 'Replace' or 'Backup' if file already exists


   <V>iew(	look at the name/phone in a Window or find one by matching a string


   <P>rint(	the entire index (much like View Window) or do individual entries


   si<Z>e(	info box showing entries in index & room left


   <K>lear(	if you wish to start a new or load another index file, you must clear the old one first


   <Q>uit/e<X>it/Alt+F4/Right Button( exit but warns you if you have modified the file





Data


   <I>nput(	simple data entry; use TAB (SHIFT TAB backwards) or the mouse to move thru the


entries;	press <Enter>, Alt+F4, SPACE bar or click on OK to enter info or CANCEL to abort


   <M>odify(	has a search section; it will look for the first match & show info on screen;; match is


simple & only requires that the part you enter can be found somewhere in the string making up


'find' string; CANCEL or <Enter> only aborts; also, see NOTES


   <F>ind(	based on 'Name', 'City' or 'Telephone' & has output to the screen; as above for match


   <S>ort(	you can sort on any choice


   <T>elephone( ah! here it is; you can auto or manual dial, set or reset the modem

   Free space( shows room left on any available drive


   Copy file(s)


   Kill file(s)


   ReName file


   Make Folder


   Directory(  let's you look at a directory (size, time & date) & even change the master directory


	(the one that comes up when file selector is called; BE CAREFUL)

   <C>ontents(brings up a Help-file


   <H>elp on Help


   <A>bout(	credit box; I pat me on the back


   D<O>S(	brings up command line

Notes


1) you can delete a file easily; go to Modify & find the file you want; clear the 'NAME' line & then press


   <Enter> or click on OK to exit the modify routine; if you check (view) the entry, you will  see a funny


   character replacing the first character; you must SORT the index file to delete the entry & then save


   the index file to complete the deletion


2) the menu can be accessed from the keyboard; 'Alt' will do it; then, the arrow keys move the hiliter &


   <Enter> accesses the hilited function; the underlined keys can also be used; the letter with <> are hot


   keys & can be used without the 'Alt' first; 'Alt+F4' can be used  to exit the program (just like Windows)


  & so can the Right Mouse Button (quick exit)


3) the Window used for viewing the total index is much like a Windows window; it has hot keys also but


   they are very obvious so I'll leave them up to you to discover


4) when a popup menu appears, there are the obvious keys available (underlined & arrow keys); also,


   <Esc> or pressing the Left Mouse Button outside the popup menu aborts


5) wait a few seconds for LBB to load an existing LBB.PHN file if one exists; you can only load a file


   with a different name from the menu.
