Background

Recipe Index was originally written on the Atari ST to index all those recipe books my wife has been collecting over the years; we would spend more time searching for a recipe than it took to prepare & eat it. Now, there are many great recipe programs around (hey! we use MeaMaster (tm) by Scott Welliver & Episoft Systems but who wants to take the time to type in a recipe when its already in book you can lay your hands on; thus, Recipe Index (v3.0 for DOS & now v4.0 for Windows; 'cause v1 & 2 were on the Atari). Because this is a good example of a personalized database which I have found many people prefer over using a commercial one with all the bells & whistles, I have written a Windows version just to see how it works.

memory available]

<W>rite ® 'idx' file to disk (or hard drive); gives options of 'Replace' or 'Backup

 if file already exists

anywhere & moving forward or backwards

�Notes:



• you can delete a file easily; go to Modify & find the file you want; clear the 'Recipe' line & then press <Enter> or click on OK to exit the modify routine; if you check (view) the entry, you will see a funny character replacing the first character; you must SORT the index file to delete the entry & then save the index file to complete the deletion



• the menu can be accessed from the keyboard; 'Alt' will do it; then, the arrow keys move the hiliter & <Enter> accesses the hilited function; the underlined keys can also be used; the keys with <> are hot keys & can be used without the 'Alt' first; 'Alt+F4' can be used to exit the program  (just like Windows) & so can the Right Mouse Button



• the Window used for viewing the total index or this doc is much like a Windows window; it has hot keys also but they are very obvious so I'll leave them up to you to discover



• when a popup menu appears, there are the obvious keys available (underlined & arrow keys); also, <Esc> or pressing the Left Mouse Button outside the popup menu aborts



• don't use the '&' in your INPUT (it screws up the printout)



• if you have no 'PAGE #' (like a Recipe Box), use something like 'xxx')



• remember print out is to the DEFAULT PRINTER
